Canadian Prime Minister
Mark Carney is meeting
his cabinet to discuss a
response to the latest US
tariff threat, which he has
called a “direct attack” on
Canadian car workers.

US President Donald Trump
said on Wednesday he
would target imported
vehicles and vehicle parts
with a 25% tax, stating:
“This is permanent.”
Carney, the Liberal Party
leader, has switched his
campaign plans ahead
of next month’s general
election to confront the
latest import duties.

The US has already partially
imposed a blanket 25%
tariff on Canadian goods,
along with a 25% duty on
all aluminium and steel
imports. Canada has so
far retaliated with about
Cs6obn ($42bn; £32bn) of
tariffs on US goods.

The new car tariffs will
come into effect on 2 April,
with charges on businesses
importing vehicles starting
the next day, the White
House said. Taxes on parts
are set to start in May or
later,

EarlyonThursday morning,
Trump warned Canada and
the EU against joining
forces versus the US in the

trade war.

“If the European Union
works with Canada in order
to do economic harm to the
USA, large scale Tariffs,
far larger than currently
planned, will be placed on
them both,” he posted on
his Truth Social platform.
Carney met his ministers
in Ottawa on Thursday
morning  to  “discuss
trade options”. He had
originally been scheduled
to campaign in Quebec.
The Liberal leader said on
Wednesday night it was
time to chat with the US
president.

“It would be appropriate
that the president and I
speak %iven the action he
has taken. I'm sure that
will happen soon,” Carney
said.

Trump and the new prime
minister, who was sworn
in earlier this month, have
yet to talk.

Pierre Poilievre, leader of
the Conservatives, themain
opposition party, called
the tariffs “unjustified and
unprovoked”.

The NDP, a left-wing party
that previously helped prop
up the minority Liberal
government of ex-PM Justin

Trudeau, also switched
its campaign plans on
Thursday.

Jagmeet Singh, the

NDP leader, is spending
the day meeting union
leaders and car workers in
Windsor, Ontario, an auto
manufacturing hub across
from Detroit, Michigan.
Canadians go to the polls
on 28 April.

The US imported about
eight million cars last
year - accounting for about
$2q0bnin trade and roughly
half of overall sales.

and before he was sworn in
as prime minister, Carney
gave a victory speech in
which he lambasted the US
President.

‘A person who worships at
the altar of Donald Trump
will kneel before him, not
stand up to him,” he said,
while assailing his main
rival, Poilievre.

Mexico is the top supplier
of cars to the US, followed
by South Korea, Japan,
Canada and Germany.
Mexican President Claudia

Sheinbaum, in a news
conference on Thursday
morning, declined to

comment directly on the
new auto tariffs.

She vowed her government
would “always defend
Mexico”, and fight to
maintain job creation and
protect Mexican companies
affected by import taxes.
She said Mexico would
provide an  “integral
response” to the Trump
administration’s tariffs on
3 April, the day after many
are due to come into effect.
Sheinbaum has repeatedly
noted that many US car
companies have operations
in both Mexico and Canada,
which are bound by a
North American free trade
agreement that Trump
himself negotiated during
his first term in the White
House.

US PRESIDENT DONALD TRUMP CLAIMS RUSSIA & UKRAINE

WANT PEACE BUT ‘AREN’T READY’ YET

Mumbai: U.S. President Donald
Trump told the right-wing cable
channel Newsmax on Tuesday that
while he believes Russia “wants to
see an end” to the war in Ukraine,
Moscow may be deliberately
delaying a peace agreement.

“I don’t know. I mean, I'll let you
know at a certain point. But I think
Russia wants to see an end to it, but
they could be dragging their feet,”
Trump told Newsmax host Greg
Kelly during an interview from the
White House’s Roosevelt Room.

Drawing from his business
experience, Trump compared
Russia’s approach to contract

negotiations. “I've done it over the
years, you know. I don’t want to
signacontract—Iwanttostayinthe
game, but maybe I don’t want to do
1t quite yet... I'm not sure.” Trump
also acknowledged that Ukrainian
President Volodymyr Zelenskyy
wants the war to end. However,
he reiterated earlier claims that
Ukraine was not “ready” for peace,
a stance Kyiv has consistently

rt;jected. He painted a grim picture
of the conflict, claiming that a
combined 2,500 Ukrainian and
Russian soldiers are dying each
week. “They’re not Americans, but
that doesn’t matter to me from
that standpoint,” he said. “I see
the pictures of the battlefields; I'd
rather not even see them. We have
arms and legs and heads all over the
field. The weaponry is ridiculous.
It’s a big drone deal now... And I
just want to see it stop.”

Trump’s remarks came just

hours after the Kremlin said it
would only implement a U.S.-
brokered ceasefire in the Black
Sea if Western sanctions on its
financial and agricultural sectors
were lifted. The White House
had announced earlier that both
Russia and Ukraine had agreed
to halt attacks on each other’s
energy infrastructure—something
Ukraine confirmed, stating that
“all parties” had committed to a
“complete ban” on targeting power
facilities.
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INDIAACCUSED OF MEDDLING IN CANADA'’S
CONSERVATIVE PARTY RACE

Canada’s Conservative leader
Pierre Poilievre has said he
won his leadership “fair and
square” following reports
that India allegedly meddled
in the party’s 2022 leadership
race.

Citin%a source with top-secu-
rity clearance, the Globe and
Mail newspaper reported al-
legations that Indian agents
were involved in fundraising
and organising within Cana-
da’s South Asian community
to support Poilievre.

Thereis no evidence that Poil-
ievre or his team were aware
of the alleged interference.
On Wednesday, Prime Min-
ister Mark Carney also faced
scrutiny over whether a can-
didate was ousted due to al-
leged ties to India. Both lead-
ers fielded questions as they
campaigned ahead of Cana-
da’s 28 April election.

India has been accused of
election interference in Can-
ada before, but its govern-
ment has repeatedly denied
the allegations.

The Clobe and Mail reported
on Monday that Canadian
intelligence agents could not

raise concerns about India’s
alleged involvement with
Poilievre because he had not
obtained the necessary secu-
rity clearance.

The report said India’s al-
leged attempts to interfere
were part oFa larger effort
to influence Canadian politi-
cians of all parties.

Poilievre is the only feder-
al party leader running for
prime minister who has re-

fused security clearance.

He defended his stance on
Tuesday, calling the pro-
cess politicised and arguing
it would prevent him from
s]i)r::aking publicly on nation-
al issues.

“What I will not do is com-
mit to the oath of secrecy the
Liberals want to impose on
me,” Poilievre said. “They
don’t want me to speak about
these matters, so they bring

me into a dark room and they
say: ‘We're going to give you
a little bit of bread crumbs of
intel and then we'll tell you
you can’t talk about this stuff
any more.’”

Poilievre won the 2022 lead-
ership race with 68% of the
vote. Canadian intelligence
agents said there is no indi-
cation the alleged interfer-
ence attempt influenced the
outcome, the Globe and Mail
reported.

Broadcaster = Radio-Canada
also confirmed the Clobe’s
reporting.

On Wednesday, the Clobe
also reported that the Lib-
eral Party revoked an Otta-
wa MP’s leadership bid and
nomination over foreign-in-
terference concerns related
to India.

MP Chandra Arya, barred
from the leadership race won
by Carney in March, denied
the allegations.

“The sole point of contention
with the Liberal Party has
been my outspoken advocacy
on issues important to Hin-
du Canadians and my firm
stance against Khalistani ex-
tremism,” he said.
Responding to questions on

the campaign trail, Carney
said that Liberal Party has “a
very robust and serious pro-
cess of vetting candidates”
and some don't get the
“green light”. Foreign med-
dling in Canadian elections
has become an increasing
concern, prompting a public
inquiry last year.

The report concluded that
China and India attempted to
interferein Canada’s last two
elections.

While these attempts were
“troubling” they had “mini-
mal impact”, the report said.
But it warned that disinfor-
mation posed an “existential
threat” to the country’s de-
mocracy.

A Canadian election integ-
rity task force cautioned on
Monday that foreign agents
from China, Russia, and In-
dia may attempt to influence
the ongoing campaign using
Al, proxies, and online disin-
formation targeting diaspora
communities,

Officials said Canadians will
likely see a “more active” fed-
eral government response on
issues of disinformation as a
result.

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Pakistan: Former Prime Minister Imran Khan Condemns

Balochistan Crackdown, Criticizes Foreign Policy

Islamabad; Former Pakistan

Prime Minister Imran
Khan strongly reprimanded
the current Pakistani

government, criticising the
mounting challenges faced by
the country, particularly in
the situation in Balochistan
and its foreign policy.

Khan, in a statement on
March 25, stated that the
situation in Pakistan can
only be addressed through
“genuinely elected pub%c
representatives” rather than
force or imposed governance,
referring totheallegedriggin
of the election and delaye
result announcement.

Expressing deep concern
over rising terrorism in
Balochistan, Khan stated,
“How can an illegitimate
government imposed on
Balochistan possibly resolve
any issues? ... The firing of
live ammunition on peaceful
protesters, state violence and

unlawful arrests are equally
deeply troubling. It is the
fundamental duty of the state
to address the grievances of
the people of Balochistan.

“The situation in Balochistan

cannot  improve  unless
the genuine public
representatives are brought
into mainstream, their voices
are sincerely heard, and the
fate of the region is decided
in accordance with the will
of the people. Sheer force
can never resolve this issue.

It would rather deepen crisis
and fuel further instability,”
he added.

Khan, who is also the founder
of the Pakistan Tehreek-e-
Insaf (PTI), criticised the
current administration as a
“puppet government” born
from “fraudulent elections”,
accusing it of failing across all
fronts, especially in foreign
Policy.

‘We share a 2,200-kilometre
border with Afghanistan,
and peaceful negotiations
are the only way forward.
During our tenure, despite
strained relations with the
Afghan government at the
time, we engaged in direct
talks with them. The policies
we implemented over three
years successfully eliminated
terrorism. However, after
our tenure, the adoption of
Biden’s policy led to numerous
issues, and today, the public
is bearing the consequences

in the form of increased
terrorism, " hesaid, slamming
the government’s lack of
diplomatic engagement with
its neighbour.
He also lashed out at the 26th
Constitutional Amendment,
claiming it has “deteriorated”
Pakistan’s judicial system.
Citing his own legal battles,
Khan alleged, “My pre-arrest
bail hearing in the fabricated
May oth (2023) cases was
scheduled after months of
delay, but the Lahore High
Court bench was dissolved
to further delay the process.
Similarly, the Toshakhana
case, where my trial is bein
conducted within the jai
Eremises, has been arbitrarily
alted without explanation.
Previously, the verdict in
the Al-Qadir Trust case was
deliberately delayed so that
my case could be presented
before handpicked judges in
the Islamabad High Court

following court packing.”

He asserted, “This proves the
imposed government’s goal
is to keep me jailed at all costs
under a well-orchestrated
plan, as my cases lack legal
standing.”

Khan accused state
institutions of fixating on
suppressing PTI, controlling
media, prisons, and courts,
questioning, “Adiala Jail is
also being run by a Colonel.
What autﬁorit does a Colonel
have to control a jail?”

He further revealed ongoing
restrictions  imposed on
him, stating, “This week,
my sisters were also denied
a meeting with me. Despite
multiple court orders, I am
barred from meeting friends,
SEeaking to my children on
the phone, or accessing my
diary and books.”

Defiant, he concluded by
stating that he will never bow
down to “fascism”.

City of Surrey convenes Special Closed Council Meeting to address misleading
statements made by Councillors Bose, Annis and Elford and to protect staff

Surrey, BC The City of
Surrey held a Special Closed
Council meeting on Friday
March 21 that addressed
recent public statements
made by Councillor Bose—
supported by  Councillor
Annis—concerning the City’s
engagement of Hunden
Strategic Partners Inc. and
allegations regarding staff
conduct. The meeting also
addressed concerns arising
from comments made by
Councillor Elford about the
City’s handling of his request
for City employee salaries.
“Let me be absolutely clear:
Hunden was hired in 2024
well before the current U.S.
tariff environment, and all
contractual ~ arrangements
have been conducted
lawfully,” said Mayor Brenda
Locke. “Any suggestion by
Councillors Bose and Annis
that our professional staff
acted improperly by directin
information requests throug
the Freedom of Information
(FOI) process is unfounded.
This includes misleading
information provided to the
media by Councillor Elford
that staﬁy should have simply

handed him information
regarding the salaries of 2
staff members, implying
that staff were obstructing
him due to his position. This
is patently false and grossly
misrepresents the duties and
obligations of our employees
under FIPPA. In all cases, City
staff were, in fact, fulfilling
their  obligations  under
provisions of the Freedom of
Information and Protection of
Privacy Act (FIPPA).”

During the March 21 meeting,
Mayor  Locke  reaffirmed
Council’s commitment

to lawful governance,
transparency, and  the
protection of City staff from
partisan misrepresentation.
Mayor Locke also addressed
the disclosure of confidential
Closed Council information
by Councillors Bose and
Annis, underscoring that
they knew—or should have
known—such disclosures
are not permitted under the
Community Charter, the
Council Code of Conduct, and
FIPPA.

“An Councillor

deliﬁerately drags

who
our

dedicated staff into partisan
agendas will be called to
account for misrepresenting

the facts,” Mayor Locke
added. “These actions
erode trust and hinder
the effective governance
our residents expect and
deserve.”

This summary will include
terms and conditions of
the contracts, background
information, previous Closed
Council  decisions,  and
any authorized and actual
expenditures.

Disclosure of Legal Opinion
Council directed staff to
disclose the City Manager’s
confidential memo dated
March 20, 2025, including an

independent legal opinion
from Don Lidstone, K.C.,
regarding Council Members’
access to municipal records.
Investigation into Councillor
Conduct

Council initiated an external
investigation into whether
Councillor Boseand Councillor
Annis breached City bylaws or
policies by publicly disclosing
Closed Council information,
and whether Councillors
Bose, Annis, and Elford made
inappropriate comments
about staff’s FOI directives in
possible contravention of the
City’s Respectful Workplace

Policy.

Public Disclosure of
Resolutions

Council directed staff to

publicly release the above
resolutions in the interest of
openness and transparency.
“Our priority is to provide
clear information to Surrey
residents and to protect the
integrity of our democratic
processes,” said Mayor Locke.

This initiative will
focus on updating approved Neigh-
bourhood Concept Plans (NCPs) to in-
crease the supply of diverse housing
options. The new funds will generate
approximately 150 additional units,
focusing on missing middle housing
and housing near rapid transit.

“Council has been working diligently
to deliver a wide spectrum of hous-
ing, and this new funding highlights
the effectiveness of Surrey’s Housing
Action” said Mayor Brenda Locke.
“The additional $5.1 million brings
the total funding received from the
Housing Accelerator Fund to $100.7
million.
