As British Columbia responds
to increasingly frequent
climate emergencies, the
Province is funding local
projects to Dbetter equip
local ~ governments  and
First Nations to respond to
emergencies and support
people who are evacuated.

“Local emergency operations

centres (EOC) are crucial
in co-ordinating response
efforts and safeguarding
communities during
emergencies,” said
Kelly Greene, Minister of
Emergency Management
and Climate Readiness.

“That’s why we’re providing
communities with  tools
and training for staff and

volunteers at emergency
operations centres. These
supports will allow local
governments  and  First
Nations throughout
B.C. to better respond to
emergencies.”

The Province is providing
nearly $7 million to support

139 emergency operation
centre projects, benefiting
183 communities through

the Community Emergency
Preparedness Fund (CEPE).
These funds will be used
to purchase supplies and
fund training and exercises
to support staff and boost
response capacity. Emergency
operations  centres  co-
ordinate people, actions and
resources, and support first
responders on the ground.
They also ensure people
receive timely information,
shelter assistance and other
vital services throughout an
emergency.

“Funding from the
Community Emergency
Preparedness Fund is

strengthening our emergency
grogram,” said David Lind,
re chief, City of Vernon.
“With new Rapid Damage
Assessment kits and focused
training for our emergency
operations centre personnel,
we're ensuring our teams
have the right tools and
knowledge to quickly assess
risks, co-ordinate responses
effectively and better protect
residents during emergencies
and disasters.”
This funding will support
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proiects throughout B.C.,
including:

strengthening local
emergency  response in

Vernon with new Rapid
Damage Assessment kits and
EOC training courses for staft
and volunteers;

enhancing emergency co-
ordination in Saik'uz First
Nation with a mobile office
trailer to ensure better
emergency co-ordination and
continued service delivery
during evacuation;

providing EOC staff with
specialized training and
essential equipmentin Witset
First Nation so the centre
can respond more effectively
when emergencies impact
the community; and
upgrading EOCs in the
Alberni-Clayoquot ~ Regional
District, Bamfield and
Long Beach with new
communication systems,
power backups and supplies.
Funding will also support

interactive workshops,
training courses and a muldi-
jurisdictional simulation
exercise  to  strengthen
regional  readiness  and
improve response co-
ordination.

The CEPF helps communities

better prepare for the
impacts of climate-related
emergencies by funding local
projects and initiatives in
several categories. In addition
to emergency operations
centres  equipment and
training, other CEPF funding
streams include:

volunteer and composite fire
departments equipment and
raining;

eImergency support services
equipment and training;
public  notification  and
evacuation-route planning;
and

Indigenous cultural safety
and  cultural  humility
training.

The Province has invested
$369 million into the CEPF
since it was established in
2017. Including this intake,
more than $342 million has
been provided to First Nations
and local governments for
more than 2,500 projects.
Since 2017, approximately $23
million has been invested
to support local emergency
operations centres. This fund
is administered through the
Union of BC Municipalities.

Farooq Ahmed still bristles
with anger when he talks
about his brother’s death.

Mohammad Igbal, a resident
of Poonch city in Indian-
administered Kashmir, died
in cross-border shelling on 7
May, the morning after India
launched a series of air strikes
in Pakistan and Pakistan-
administered Kashmir in
retaliation to a militant attack
in the town of Pahalgam that
killed 26 people. Pakistan has
denied having any role in
the attack. Mr Ahmed says
that Igbal died where he had
worked for more than two
decades - Zia-ul-Uloom, a
madrassa, or a religious centre
focused on Islamic teachings,
in Poonch.

But his death, it turned out,
was just the beginning of the
farni]ly’s troubles.

As the news spread, several
media  channels  falsely
accused Igbal of beingl a
terrorist, following which
the police put out a statement
refuting the claim.

“My brother was a teacher
but they saw his beard and
skullcap and branded him a
terrorist,” Mr Ahmed says.

“It was like having salt rubbed
into our wounds. We had
lost Igbal and then the media
defamed him. The dead can't
defend themselves.”

Indian officials say that a total
of 16 people, including Igbal,
were killed in the cross-border
shelling during the four-day
military conflict that broke out
between India and Pakistan
following the airstrikes.
Pakistan has claimed a0
civilian deaths, though, it
remains unclear how many of
these were directly caused by
the shelling.

The two  nuclear-armed
countries have shared a tense
relationship  for  decades,
as both administer the
Himalayan region of Kashmir
in part, but claim it in full.
They have fought three
wars over Kashmir since
independence from Britain in
1947 and came back from the
brink of another one earlier
this month.
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An Indian teacher was killed - then he got falsely
labelled a “terrorist”

But as the military conflict
escalated, another battle
played out on social media
- a disinformation war of
claims and counterclaims that
circulated online and on TV.
Just like rumours about Igbal’s
identity, other misleading
and inaccurate information
also found its way into some
mainstream news channels
and websites.

This included claims such
as India having destroyed
Pakistan’s  Karachi  port,
which was later debunked by
the Indian government.

Some of the other fabrications
were harder to spot, like an Al-
generated video of a Pakistan
army general claiming that his
country had lost two aircraft
in combat.

“The scale of misinformation
and fact-free assertions being
broadcast by the media was
shocking,” says Manisha
Pande, managing editor at
Newslaundry, an independent
news platform.

She notes that while a degree
of sensationalism is expected
as channels compete for
viewership, “thejingoisticand
irresponsible coverage” of the
conflict was unprecedented
in its intensity — and unlike
anything she had witnessed
before.

No one knows this better than
Mr Ahmed.

“I don’t know where news
channels got the information
about my brother from,” Mr
Ahmed says.

“Who did they speak to? What
kind of evidence did they
have that my brother was a
terrorist?” he asks.

Weeks later, the family is still
reeling from the tragedy.

Mr Ahmed says that on 7 May,
his brother left home for the
madrassa in the morning as
usual, but it was his body that
returned home. By noon, they
had buried him in a nearby
cemetery.

For some time, the family
had no idea about the
misinformation that was
being shared by some news
outlets. They were busy
performing Igbal’s last rites.

It was only hours later that a
relative received a WhatsApp
forward - a video clip of a
prominent news channel
claiming that the Indian army
had killed a terrorist, with
Igbal’s photo flashing on the
screer,

“We were shocked. Soon,
we began getting more calls
from people asking us what
was going on and why was
the media calling Igbal a
terrorist,” Mr Ahmed says.

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The claim was shared by
some prominent channels,
including Zee News, ABP and
News18. The BBC has reached
out to the channels for
comment.

One channel claimed that
Igbal was killed in an “Indian
strike on a terrorist camp”
in Pakistan-administered
Kashmir, and that he was a
terrorist with Pakistan-based
terror group Lashkar-e-Taiba.
“Our family members have
been staying in Poonch for
generations. How can they
say my brother was living in
Pakistan? They [the media]
should be ashamed,” Mr
Ahmed says.

The accusation against Igbal
was circulated so widely
and swiftly that on 8 May,
the Poonch police put out a
statement, clarifying that
Igbal had died in cross-border
shelling in the madrasa.
“Poonc Police  strongly
refutes such false narratives.
The deceased, Maulana Mohd
Igbal, wasarespected religious
figure in the local community
and had no affiliation with any
terror outfit,” the statement
said, adding that legal action
would be taken against any
media outlet or individual
who circulated the fake news.
But for Mr Ahmed, the

statement was too little too
late.

“By then, the false claim
would’ve already reached
millions of people in India,”
he says.

He adds that except for one
channel, News18, no one else
had publicly apologised to
him or their viewers for the
mistake.

Mr Ahmed says he wants to
take legal action against the
channels, but the process
would have to wait as the
family is struggling to make
ends meet.

Igbal is survived by his two
wives and eight children. He
was the only earning member
in his family.

Mr Ahmed says that the
compensation given by the
government, which amounts
to a few million rupees, will
last only for a year or two and
they must start planning for
the future now.

“The whole family depended
on my brother. He was a
quiet and gentle man who
loved teaching children,” Mr
Ahmed says.

“But who's going to tell this to
the world? For many people,
my brother is still a terrorist
whose killing is justified.
How will they understand our
pain?”
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Province makes progress in international credential
recognition

The Office for Inter-
national Credential
Recognition’s first an-
nual report is showing
progress creating more
opportunities for inter-
nationally trained pro-
fessionals in B.C.

The International Cre-
dentials Recognition
Act, which took effect
on July 1, 2024, helps
remove Dbarriers for
qualified professionals
in 29 regulated fields.

The removal of Cana-
dian work experience
requirements for regu-
lators comes into effect
on July 1, 2025. By then,
regulatory authorities
will need to replace
Canadian work expe-
rience  requirements
with alternative as-
sessment frameworks,
or app_ll_ﬁ for an exemp-
tion. This change will
enable more applicants
to demonstrate their

nadian work experi-
ence.

The Office for Interna-
tional Credential Rec-
ognition oversees the
process for regulatory
authorities  included
under the Internation-
al Credentials Recog-
nition Act, with a goal
to ensure fair, efficient
and transparent rec-
ognition of interna-
tional credentials and
help professionals join
B.C.'s workforce.

New overdose prevention service standards will
strengthen safety

New minimum standards for
overdose prevention services
are being introduced to en-
hance safety, improve con-
sistency, and ensure greater
oversight for clients, staff de-
livering life-saving services
and members of the commu-
nity.

“Every life lost to the tox-
ic-drug crisis is someone’s
brother, sister, parent, or
child, and every loss is a trage-
dy we cannot afford to ignore.
Although we have made prog-
ress, families and communi-
ties are still deeply affected by
the toxic-drug crisis, and it’s
essential that we keep work-
ing to create a seamless, com-
prehensive system of care,”
said Josie Osborne, Minister of
Health. “Overdose prevention
services are critical in saving
thousands of lives, connect-
ing people to treatment and
reducing public drug use.”

On June 5, 2025, the Province
released the new minimum
service standards for over-
dose prevention services to
strengthen safety and support
for clients, staff and commu-
nities. The standards provide
a framework for better inte-
gration of overdose prevention
services into communities fo-
cusing on quality, accessibil-
ity and cultural safety. Many

overdose prevention services
already meet and exceed these
minimum standards.

“When the episodic overdose
prevention service was first
introduced to the emergency
department, staff were un-
sure what to expect, but soon
after, we realized this was a
great addition,” said Sarah
Hyatt, nurse co-ordinator,
emergency department, Sur-
rey Memorial Hospital. “The
team provides support and
builds trusting relationships
we were not previously able to
establish. These relationships
have led patients to access
supports, go into treatment,
find safe housing and avoid
overdoses. Along with these
benefits, our staff have gained
exponential knowledge about
substance use and how we can
best support patients.”

Overdose prevention services
are harm-reduction services
that provide the observed
consumption of substances,
ensuring rapid response to
adverse events, such as toxic
drug poisoning. Since Janu-
ary 2017, there have been more
than 5.6 million visits to over-
dose prevention services or su-
pervised consumption sites.
Since 2019, these services are
estimated to have prevented
more than 12,400 overdose

deaths. Overdose prevention
services also serve as a first
point of entry for many people
into the substance-use system
of care.

“The impact of having on-site
overdose prevention services
at St. Paul’s Hospital has been
profound,” said Dr. Andrea
Ryan, program director, In-
terdisciplinary Substance Use
Program, Providence Health
Care. “We have significantly
reduced harms from overdos-
es for patients and visitors of
the hospital. The data clearly
illustrates the positive im-
pact on our critical care re-
sponse team, reducing calls
for overdose drastically since
implementation. The over-
dose prevention services have
not only improved safety for
our patients, but also for our
staft across the institution.
The positive impacts cannot
be overstated.”

Alongside the new standards,
regional health authorities
and Providence Health Care
have been given directions
on the provincial consulta-
tion and approval require-
ments for creating new over-
dose prevention services at
hospital sites. There are nine
overdose prevention services
at hospitals, and a total of 58
overdose prevention services

or supervised consumption
sites around the province. The
use of illicit drugs continues
to be prohibited outside of
overdose prevention services
in hospitals and in public
spaces.

All overdose prevention ser-
vices provide a controlled and
safer alternative to unsuper-
vised substance use in pub-
lic, helping reduce the risk
of second-hand exposures.
Overdose prevention services
also keep people who use un-
regulated drugs safer by fos-
tering connections to care and
treatment, promoting safer
substance-use practices and
responding quickly to adverse
events, such as overdoses.
Overdose prevention services
are one part of the govern-
ment’s broader response to
the toxic-drug crisis, as part of
ongoing efforts to strengthen
the entire continuum of men-
tal-health and substance-use
care, ensuring people can
access the right supports for
them.

1,024 potential deaths among

First Nations people who
used substances were avert-
ed due to evidence-informed,
harm-reduction efforts across
B.C. First Nations people and
communities continue to be
disproportionally impacted by
the toxic-drug public health
emergency. The ministry’s
efforts to strengthen and ex-
pand culturally safe access
to overdose prevention ser-
vices will save lives. It’s also
important that we recognize
and support front-line staff
in harm reduction and edu-
cation for their dedication to
this good work.”

“In the past, knowing that
there was no safe place to
manage substance use on
site, one would have to hide
when using drugs. Over-
dose prevention services re-
open the doors to these folks,
knowing they can stay in hos-
pital and get the medical care
they need, while managing
the pain from withdrawal.
This is meeting the needs of
our community, providing
a safe haven for the people
who had every option taken
away, including safe health
care.
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Could Trump’s tariff setback be good news for the real estate

market?

The Bank of Canada held its overnight
lending rate steady in a move that left
some property industry professionals
unsatisfied and looking for further re-
ductions.

Following a decision in April to pause
rate cuts for the first time in a year,
the central bank said Wednesday it
is keeping its trend-setting rate at
2.75%. The Canadian central bank has
already cut its overnight lending rate
225 basis points, more than any oth-
er developed country’s central bank,
except for the Bank of New Zealand,
which has reduced its overnight lend-
ing rate by the same amount, accord-
ing to the Bank of Montreal.
Canadian real estate executives said
U.S. President Donald Trump’s lat-

est threat to raise tariffs on steel
and aluminum imported into the
country to 50% will adversely affect
Canada’s economy, as Canada is the
largest supplier of both of those met-
als to the United States. While some
commercial real estate profession-
als said they expected the central
bank’s decision to keep rates where
they are, they were disappointed
nonetheless.

“They made a mistake,” said Chris-
topher Wein, chief operating officer
of Burlington, Ontario-based multi-
family co gany Equiton, in an in-
terview with CoStar News. “We need
another quarter point, not because it
moves the dial so much as it builds
confidence. Canadian consumer con-

fidence has to be at an all-time low or
10-year low.”

Canada’s central bank most recently
reduced its overnight lending rate by
25 basis points in March and again on
Jan. 29. Last year, the Bank of Canada
lowered interest rates in June, July,
September, October and December.
Bank of Canada Governor Tiff
Macklem left open the possibil-
ity of lower rates later this year
but did not provide specific condi-
tions for a further hike. The central
bank’s next decision is expected on
July 30.

Money markets and economists are
still factoring in at least two more rate
cuts by year-end, Marcus & Millichap
said Wednesday.

“Further cuts to the overnight rate
will have some advantages for com-
mercial real estate investors. These in-
clude lower borrowing costs for those
with variable-rate mortgages, as well
as some benefits for those who use
shorter-term money like developers,”
Marcus & Millichap said inanote. “Re-
garding property sales, however, the
cost of borrowing is priced around lon-
ger-term money such as the five- and
10-year bond yield. Given tariffs being
inflationary, along with the prospects
of larger government deficits associ-
ated with tariff-related bailouts, some
of Canada’s major banks are forecast-
ing rising bond yields over the coming
years.”
